Here are a few suggestions of books about Arctic history, particularly the topics that I discussed. Nowadays you can often find modern reprints of classic explorer's  accounts if you search under their names on Amazon.com--try looking  for R.E. Peary, A.W. Greely, C.F. Hall, E.K. Kane....or for the  Antarctic: R.Scott, E. Shackleton, A. Cherry-Garrard, D. Mawson... Sometimes these are reprinted versions of the originals, but occasionally you can find poor condition, but decent reading copies of 19th century works that are nice to have.  For example, Kane’s Arctic Explorations is beautifully illustrated & worth buying in its original form; there were enough printed in the 1850s that you can still find copies on EBay for < $50. Happy reading!
