Proposed student explorations in STEM
Idea: excite middle school students about STEM starting with an exciting week of explorations into hot science topics (forensic, bio-medical, robotics etc…), form school science clubs to run during the year (pay teachers to do so), club activities to prep for either competition or fair (City wide held at college) and to have some further exposure to exciting science activities. Visit Bay State (maybe some other industry like computer)
Form a partnership between city schools and college for this project
More specific:
1 week  summer (or winter recess)  explorations (all the sciences, math, and eng, hands-on inquiry based) (supported by school teacher and college students) at college
1 day teacher training (for science clubs and year long activities) set up easy lines of communication between the college and the schools (at college)
year long science club activities at the schools 1 afternoon per week (teacher paid by grant) prep for competition and/or fair (maybe also prep for  state fair)
1 day Bay State  visit (science in the medical profession, also as feeder for their program) 

(1 day maybe another visit if appropriate partner is found).
1 or 2  day (Sat) City wide competition and / or fair (maybe go on to regional state fair)
1 day seminar / colloquium about hot topics in STEM and concluding  presentation of awards and party.

Stipends for 12 teachers, 20 college student helpers, 12 faculty  about

(summer week, training day and during year to run the clubs)

transportation for the students

student lunch and snack during summer week, other expendables
